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The Big Bang model has been highly successful in explaining many features

of the cosmos, from the expansion of the universe to the discovery of the

cosmic background radiation. However, new puzzles have arisen from detailed

study of the cosmic radiation - notably the horizon, flatness and singularity

problems. These problems have led to a modified Big Bang model known

as inflation. The theory of inflation will be reviewed in this seminar, and

dramatic new satellite evidence supporting the theory will be discussed.
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
