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Was Einstein Wrong?
 

Dr Cormac O'Raifeartaigh, a physics and mathematics lecturer from Waterford Institute of Technology, will be in Dublin next month giving a Major Public Talk about the exciting Big Bang Theory!
 

The entire Universe and everything in it was once crammed into a tiny volume no bigger than an atom. It suddenly started to expand faster than the speed of light in an event known as the Big Bang. The early Universe was extremely hot, and as it grew and cooled, the first stars and galaxies eventually formed. The Universe continues to expand today.
 

Einstein predicted in his famous Theory of Relativity that the Universe was expanding. But, he believed in a "stationary universe", a universe that is neither expanding nor contracting, and in turn, refused to believe his own theory.
 

"One of the most exciting aspects of astronomy and science is the Big Bang and the creation of the Universe" said David Moore, Chairman of Astronomy Ireland. "Where did it all come from? Why are we here? What will happen to the Universe in the future? All these, and much more, will be answered at our next public lecture!" he said.
